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Zawa Matsuri is Back by Popular Demand

(Hong Kong, 11 November 2011) Robata Zawazawa, Lan Kwai Fong’s first and only robatayaki bar by
GRS Leisure Concept Limited, is bringing back “Zawa Matsuri”, a favourite of the partygoers in Lan
Kwai Fong. This Japanese festival idea was originally conceptualized for Halloween last month. Due to
popular demand, the restaurant will keep serving Japanese street food every Saturday starting from 12
November.

Located at the southern end of D’ Aguilar Street, Robata Zawazawa is the only robatayaki restaurant in
Lan Kwai Fong offering exquisite, top quality robatayaki and sake cocktails. Robata Zawazawa is a
relatively new member in the Lan Kwai Fong community, opening its door for business only from
February this year.

During the Halloween, the restaurant decided to do something completely different from its neighbors.
The idea of a traditional Japanese festival came to mind, to match with the authenticity of the Japanese
cuisine Robata Zawazawa is serving. There were Japanese lanterns by the staircase next to the restaurant
and the glass doors were opened to make room for the traditional Japanese street food, bottled beer,
bottled sparkling sake and Japanese masks. Partygoers can grab something on the go before some serious
drinking or just chill out outside the restaurant with a beer or sparkling sake. This little spot in Lan Kwai
Fong became very popular during the Halloween period and some customers suggested the restaurant to
keep this going every Saturday.

“Matsuri basically means festival in Japanese. We are very pleased that people in Lan Kwai Fong enjoyed
Zawa Matsuri,” says Kenji Sato, one of the restaurant’s Directors. “Robata Zawazawa is a different
Japanese restaurant from the mainstream and it’s encouraging to receive this kind of support and results.”

All the Japanese snacks and skewers are reasonably priced at only HK$30 each. Japanese festival food
such as Zawa fries, deep fried takoyaki, grilled jumbo sausage and deep fried chicken, will be sold.
Robata Zawazawa will be opened for dinner as usual from 6pm. The Zawa Festival starts from 6pm to
2am every Saturday, except for special events and private functions. The restaurant is closed on Sunday.
